And, finally, in the gospel, to live 
as we should we are asked to take up the Cross and follow Jesus......tough choices to make -  how genuine are we in carrying 
the Cross of Jesus.

Hopefully we will be governed with sincerity, 
justice and peace. September is also the commencement of Spring - new growth, new life - so may we all take up the Cross of 
Jesus with renewed strength.
