They are invited to ‘come away to a deserted
place’ to ‘rest’ and to ‘eat’. A deserted place...is not where food is normally found. Therefore the desert becomes a symbol for
learning how to be fed by God...to come away to that place means to return to the Source, to be nurtured by God.”
